9. Discuss the fine line between "compelling" people to come to the Lord, and gently leading them, 

fully respecting their own free will?   How can we have both urgency and respect at the same time? 

 

10. Pray together as a family and ask God to use you to be His hands and feet to a hurting and lost 

world. Thank God for His transforming work in your lives. 

 

11. Discuss as a family what you will do this week to reach out to the hurting and lonely people around 

you.  Look for opportunities to show Christ’s life and love to those around you.
